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At a public meeting on Wednesday May 28th, 2014. The Board of Directors of Goforth Special Utility
District unanimously approved the recommendations of rate consultant, Ms. Nelissa Heddin of Water
Resources Management, Goforth's Attorney and Engineer to increase monthly water rates. As reported by the
rate consultant, it has become evident from the financial results of operations that the cost of water has
become more expensive for the District. In addition to the increased cost of surface water the District has
committed approximately $982,330.00 annually for surface water rights to insure adequate water resources
for the future. The increased use of surface water has become necessary by regulations of the BS/EACD,
which severely restricts additional ground water production.

Goforth adjusted it's water rates five years ago. Increasing cost for water supply, equipment, labor and
parts have caused this adjustment in water rates. Goforth's water rates remain a good value as compared with
other water districts in the area.

The GSUD Board considered various alternatives in making this decision regarding the new rates. The
new rates will become effective January 1st, 2015 billing period and will apply to water used on November 1st.
December 1st 2014. In adopting the new rates the GSUD Board considered challenges facing Goforth,
including:

1. The need to obtain new supplies of drinking water, and to maintain an adequate supply
for growing customer needs, at an annual five percent growth rate.

2. The increased cost of raw and treated surface water supplies from Guadalupe Blanco

River Authority, Canyon Regional and Electro Purification LLC.

3. Increased Governmental requirements for ensuring the quality, quantity and security of
drinking water supplies.

4. The desire to encourage the conservation of water due to the higher cost of new
supplies of water and limits on new pumping from the Barton Springs-Edwards Aquifer
Conservation District

5. A water rate structure, that provides sufficient revenue, to replace worn out assets
when required and maintain a viable financial structure to insure future growth of the district.

Management has implemented several costs cutting measures to improve our ability to provide an
economical water source including: (1) parts and supply request form to consolidate purchases of parts and
first aid supplies; (2) switch to more competitive telephone and vehicle service vendors with new restrictions
on the use of vehicles to reduce fuel cost and mileage incurred and (3) installed a Scada control system to
monitor water levels at each well site, which allows fast response time to any system failure and this will
prevent minimal water loss and service down time. We make this announcement in advance of the
implementation date, so you may have ample time to plan for these changes and make appropriate
adjustments in your water supply budgeting for the coming year. We thank you for your support, as we look
forward to serving your water needs in the future. If you have any questions regarding these new rates please
do not hesitate to contact Goforth's office and any of our Staff can assist you Monday - Friday from 8am-5pm.

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En una sesion publica celebrada el miércoles 28 mayo, 2014. La Junta de Directores de Distrito Especial Utilidad
Goforth aprobé por unanimidad las recomendaciones de tipo consultor, la Sra. Nelissa Heddin de la gestion de los
Recursos Hidricos, Goforth Ingeniero y Abogado del aumento mensual de las tarifas de agua. Segun lo informado
por el ritmo consultor, se ha puesto de manifiesto en los resultados financieros de las operaciones que el costo del
agua se ha convertido en mas caro para el Distrito.

Ademas de un aumento en el costo de las aguas superficiales del Distrito ha comprometido aproximadamente
$982.330,00 anuales para las aguas superficiales derechos para asegurar recursos hidricos suficientes para el futuro.
El aumento de la utilizacion de las aguas superficiales se ha convertido en necesario por la reglamentacion del
BS/EACD, que restringe severamente produccion de agua adicional de tierra. Goforth ajustar las tarifas de agua de
hace cinco afios. El aumento de los costes para el abastecimiento de agua, el equipo, la mano de obra y piezas han
causado este ajuste en las tarifas de agua.

Goforth las tarifas siguen siendo un buen valor en comparacion con otros distritos de agua en la zona. La GSUD
Junta considero diversas alternativas en la toma de esta decision en relacion con las nuevas tarifas. Las nuevas
tarifas entraran en vigor 1 de enero de 2015 periodo de facturacion y se aplicaran al agua usada el dia 1 de
noviembre. | Diciembre 2014. Al adoptar las nuevas tasas que la Junta GSUD estudi6 los problemas de Goforth,
incluyendo:

1. La necesidad de obtener nuevos suministros de agua potable, y de mantener un suministro
adecuado creciente las necesidades de los clientes, en un cinco por ciento anual tasa de
crecimiento.

2. El aumento de los costos de materias primas y suministros de agua superficie tratada de
Guadalupe BlancoRio Autoridad Regional, Cafién y Electro purificacion.

3. Mayor requisitos gubernamentales para garantizar la calidad, cantidad y seguridad de fuentes de
abastecimiento de agua potable.

4. El deseo de fomentar la conservacion del agua debido a los altos costes de nuevo abastecimiento
de agua y los plazos para los nuevos bombeo desde el Barton Springs-Edwards Acuifero Distrito
de Conservacion

5. Una tarifa de agua estructura, que proporciona ingresos suficientes, a fin de reemplazar los activos
deteriorados cuando sea necesario y mantener una estructura financiera viable para asegurar
crecimiento futuro del distrito.

Direccion ha implementado medidas para recortar los gastos varios para mejorar nuestra capacidad de
proporcionar una fuente de agua econdémicos incluyendo: (1) partes y formulario de solicitud de suministro para
consolidar las compras de repuestos y suministros de primeros auxilios.(2) interruptor de teléfono mas competitivas
asi como servicio de vehiculos proveedores con nuevas restricciones a la utilizacion de los vehiculos para reducir
costes del combustible y kilometraje efectuados y (3) instalado un sistema de control Scada para controlar los
niveles de agua en cada sitio y, lo que le permite un rapido tiempo de respuesta en cualquier falla en el sistema, lo
que evitara una minima pérdida de agua y el servicio. Hacemos este anuncio antes de la fecha de aplicacion, por lo
tanto, usted puede tener tiempo mas que suficiente para estos cambios y hacer los ajustes del caso en el suministro
de agua los presupuestos para el préximo afio.
